✓ Daily documentation: daily reflections, social media posts, and occasional blog posts

✓ Perform seasonal site benefit-risk assessment (training will be provided) 
✓ Participate in daily site maintenance, including the removal of garbage

✓ Have a keen interest and comfortability in working with children in the outdoors in all weather and all seasons 
✓ The willingness and curiosity to understand child-centred, inquiry-based learning and play 
✓ Adequate energy level and ability to meet the physical demands of the job. Job requires frequent lifting up to 

20 lbs. as well as bending, kneeling, crouching.  
✓ Proven ability to work closely with other team members 
✓ Have a clear police records check in the vulnerable sector completed within last six (6) months 
✓ Valid Standard First Aid and CPR level C 
✓ Have experience working with children, and a knowledge base of childhood development and behaviour
